Free time in the evening to visit the night market

Day 4 Dalat - Nha Trang - Nha Trang Cathedral (breakfast. lunch and dinner)After breakfast, return to Nha
Trang (3.5 hours' drive), have lunch upon arrival, and then go to Nha Trang city to visit [Nha Trang Cathedral].

Nha Trang Cathedral is a Gothic church built from 1928 to 1933. The church has a bell tower and a skylight

glass that is as beautiful as brocade flowers and filled with stories from the Bible. The interior walls made of

stone give people a cool feeling. Outside the church is a busy and noisy street, but inside the church is quiet

and peaceful, just like another world. The church holds mass every morning and evening, and you can often

hear chanting or the beautiful singing of the choir outside the door. Then visit Longshan Temple. In the

afternoon, you can also take part in the famous mud bath at your own expense (at your own expense). After

dinner, return to the hotel to rest

Day 5 Nha Trang/-Kuala Lumpur (Breakfast)After breakfast, free time for free activities. Transfer to the

airport and fly back to Kuala Lumpur.
